Thank you for referring the additional information pertaining to Regulation 19
which was received 20 September 2011.

The Environment Agency has reviewed the ‘Additional Document, August 2011’



submitted in relation to this Planning Application (CW9/0311/174). We have the
following comments to make which relate solely to the protection of ‘Controlled
Waters'.

The additional information clarifies that the substances to be stored / processed
underground are classed as ‘pollutants’ rather than ‘hazardous’ under the Water
Framework Directive. Furthermore the use of an underground facility allows for
better use of gravity to reduce pumping requirements, aids temperature regulation
and assists maintenance.

The information sets out how the risks posed to ‘Controlled Waters’ by the
underground facility will be mitigated by appropriate construction methodologies
and monitoring to confirm it's integrity. The monitoring is proposed to include
periodic inspection of emptied tanks, perforated drains leading to inspection
chambers both inside and outside the impermeable membrane and sampling of
two down-gradient monitoring wells. Such monitoring requirements can be
incorporated into the Environmental Permit for the facility.

These proposals indicate that the risks posed by the development to ‘Controlled
Waters’ will be sufficiently low and can be mitigated. Consequently we wish to
remove our objection raised in our letter dated 6th May 2011 (Our ref:
LT/2011/112839/01-L01, Your ref: CW9/0311/174) relating to the need for
‘adequate information to demonstrate that the risks to groundwater can be
satisfactorily managed’.

Environment Agency position
The proposed development will only be acceptable if the following planning
conditions are imposed:

Condition

The development permitted by this planning permission shall only be carried out in
accordance with the approved Flood Risk Assessment (FRA) Revision 2 dated 24
March 2011, undertaken by Waterman Environmental and the following mitigation
measures detailed within the FRA:

1. Sections 1.6, 5.4, 5.6 and 5.7, limiting the surface water run-off generated
by all events up to the 100 year (1% chance in any one year) critical rain
storm so that it will not exceed the run-off from the undeveloped site and
not increase the risk of flooding off-site.

2. Sections 1.6, 5.4, 5.6 and 5.7, Provision of sufficient surface water run-off
storage attenuation to accommodate the difference between the allowable
discharge rate and all events up to the 100 year (1% chance in any one
year) critical rain storm.

3. Section 4.18 Finished floor levels are set no lower than 61.00m above
Ordnance Datum (AOD). However the Environment Agency recommend a
minimum finished floor level of 61.50m AOD, based on the worst case 100
year flood event level applicable at the site.

Reasons
To prevent flooding by ensuring the satisfactory storage of/disposal of surface
water from the site. To reduce the risk of flooding to the proposed development



and future occupants.

Condition

Development shall not begin until a surface water drainage scheme for the site,
based on sustainable drainage principles and an assessment of the hydrological
and hydrogeological context of the development, has been submitted to and
approved in writing by the local planning authority. The scheme shall subsequently
be implemented in accordance with the approved details before the development
is completed. The scheme shall include:

Limiting the surface water run-off generated by all events up to the 100 year (1%
chance in any one year) critical rain storm so that it will not exceed the run-off from
the undeveloped site and not increase the risk of flooding off-site.

Provision of sufficient surface water run-off storage attenuation to accommodate
the difference between the allowable discharge rate and all events up to the 100
year (1% chance in any one year) critical rain storm. In accordance with the SUDs
management train detailed within CIRIA document C697 the SUDs Manual.
Details of how the scheme shall be maintained and managed after completion.

Reasons

To prevent the increased risk of flooding, to improve and protect water quality,
improve habitat and amenity, and ensure future maintenance of the surface water
drainage system.

Permit Requirements

As previously advised on our letter dated 6 May 2011, the site requires an
Environmental Permit to cover intensive pig production, anaerobic digestion,
waste acceptance and treatment and land spreading of waste materials for
agricultural benefit. The requirements for a permit are outside the scope of this
consultation and the applicant / agent is encouraged to liaise directly with our
National Permitting team.

Local views will be sought as part of the permitting process and given the extreme
proximity of some receptor dwellings the proposed mitigation measures for noise,
vibration, odour and light will need to reviewed and updated as time goes on in line
with technological advances to meet public expectations.

Water Resources

The Environmental Statement indicates that an abstraction from a borehole will be
used to pressure test parts of the anaerobic digestion facility. Additionally,
although not discussed in the application, it would appear that a significant volume
of water will be required to supply the facility.

If more than 20 cubic metres per day is abstracted from 'the borehole' mentioned
in section 4.60 of the Environment Statement, then an abstraction licence will be
required. This quantity is a daily maximum not an average. There is no guarantee
that a licence could be granted. The statutory procedures for obtaining a licence
can be quite lengthy. Abstraction without the requisite licence is an offence.

We also note that dewatering may be required during construction. Dewatering is
currently exempt from the requirement for an abstraction licence. This exemption



is due to be removed in 2012 but the timetable will be decided by Defra. Once the
exemption is removed, abstraction licences will be required for dewatering works if
more than 20 cubic metres/day will be abstracted.

We recommend that the applicant consult the Environment Agency’s web-site for
information regarding the need, and applying, for an abstraction licence (see:
http://www.environment-agency.gov.uk/business/topics/water/32020.aspx).

It should be noted that under the terms of the Water Resources Act 1991, the prior
written consent of the Environment Agency is required for any discharge of
sewage or trade effluent into ‘Controlled Waters’ or the ground. Such consent is
irrespective of any Planning Permission granted and may be withheld. (‘Controlled
Waters’ include rivers, streams, underground waters, reservoirs, estuaries and
coastal waters). The applicant should consult the Environment Agency’s web-site
for information regarding applying for a Discharge Consent (see:
http://www.environment-agency.gov.uk/business/topics/water/32038.aspx) and if
necessary discuss the proposal with the National Permitting Team.

At the time of applying for a Discharge Consent the applicant will have to justify
why connection to the public foul sewer is not possible.

With regards to the above planning application, it was resolved by the Parish Council that
they strongly object to the application on the below grounds, this is in addition to the Parish
Councils original objection letter dated 14/04/11 (Copy Attached)

General concerns that this is an agricultural and industrial application, there are different
effects associated both with the pig farm and the anaerobic digestion facility.

Concerns regarding air pollution are highlighted by the HPAs response, confirming “the
applicant has not quantified any of the sites emissions to air through screening or modelling.
The HPA were not able to provide any further comment as there is insufficient information
upon which to base an opinion, again this is something that Natural England have
commented upon. This is of concern to the Parish Council.

Filtration equipment to be used refers to a 90% reduction in PM2.5 particles, there is
concern that the remaining 10 percent of the particle borne emission could become
airborne pollutants and the health and wellbeing of local residents including the inmates at
Foston Hall are a concern.

The application needs to consider the impact of any health/disease effects that could be
opposed onto local residents, if for example there was an outbreak and DEFRA (or the
equivalent of) insisted on a control zone, the report talks about the containment area being
to the boundary of the site, however the Parish Council has concerns that if a wider
containment area was introduced then how would HMP Foston Hall & residents of
Maidensley Farm complex manage, with access for residents and also issues affecting
prisoners, deliveries, staffing and emergency access. If a further containment area was to
be implemented and the residents of Foston & Scropton were limited to their movements,
how would this affect residents going about their day to day business and as a result what
negative implications this may have on residents?

Whilst the further information provided offers a crisis plan and talks about the potential
problems that may be experienced, it does not talk about how the animals remains would
be disposed of in the event of a total cull after an outbreak of an exotic disease. Guidelines
recommend a 4km separation between residential properties and any large animal pyre

(assuming that is the way the remains are to be disposed of). How would this be
implemented with the site being in close proximity to Foston Hall & neighbouring properties

Additional vehicle movements through Scropton is a concern, should for example local
business such as Cranberry Foods & Nestle use the anaerobic digestion facility, there is the
possibility of extra vehicle movements through the village.

Foston & Scropton Parish Council wish that the additional information provided be
considered carefully by the planning authority, in order that an accurate decision can be
made on the application.

At present the Parish Council feel that there are still many issues to be resolved before the
application are considered in full, these include but are not limited to, the airborne
pollutants, (removal of) and other such issues addressed above and as outlined in the
responses from the Health Protection Agency.

The Parish Councils concerns in addition to our previous letter are as follows airborne
pollutants, crisis plan, additional traffic. The health and wellbeing of local residents is an
upmost concern, whilst the PC feel that some of these issues are not strictly planning
objections, they all relate to the impact that the final decision will have upon residents of
Foston & Scropton.

Please advise the date of the planning and Control Committee meeting in order for me to
make Parish Councillors aware.

Thank you for consulting the Derbyshire Wildlife Trust with regard to the
above planning application. | am now responding under the terms of the
Service Level Agreement which Derbyshire County Council and the Trust
have signed.

The following comments are aimed at providing accurate and up to date
information on the nature conservation issues associated with the proposed
development.

Further to the comments provided in our consultation response dated 17"
May 2011 we are now in receipt of additional ecological survey information
prepared by EMEC Ecology in respect of amphibians, breeding birds and
roosting bats.

We advise the Council that the additional survey work was carried out by
suitably experienced and licensed personnel at the appropriate times of year

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Amphibians

No Great Crested Newts were recorded in any of the ponds surveyed. Smooth
Newt and Common Frog were recorded occasionally in the ponds and good
numbers of Common Toad adults and tadpoles were noted in pond 1.
Common Toad is a UK BAP priority species. However, we advise the Council
that pond 1 will remain unaffected by the development and the proposed
habitat creation measures should enhance the local common toad population.

Breeding Birds

The breeding bird survey recorded six UK BAP priority bird species
associated with the site including low numbers of the ground nesting species
Skylark and Yellow Wagtail.

We advise the Council that it is unlikely that the habitats supporting House
Sparrow, Dunnock, Starling and Tree Sparrow will be affected by the
proposal. However, the majority of the arable field with potential to support
breeding skylark and yellow wagtail will be lost to the proposal. We therefore
advise that sufficient mitigation should be provided to avoid impact upon these
UK BAP priority species. The creation of a hay meadow along the south-
eastern side of the development is unlikely to provide suitable nesting habitat
for these species. We therefore advise that suitable mitigation should be
provided in the form of the creation of “skylark plots” in adjacent arable areas.

Bats

The bat activity survey identified the presence of a bat roost in tree T8. It is
understood that tree T8 will not be felled as part of the development which we
welcome. We advise the Council that the tree, along with all other retained
trees and hedgerows, should be protected during construction by the erection
of adequate temporary fencing and that the tree is not affected by any lighting
proposals..
