The governing body of the school will use the criteria below when considering parents’ requests for admission of their children to the school. These criteria will be applied where the number of applicants to the school exceeds the number of places available (this is currently 40).

1. Children in public care

2. Children who have a sibling attending the school at application and admission (the term sibling shall include step and/or half brothers or sisters resident at the same address as well as adopted and/or fostered siblings)
3. Children living in the normal school area of Long Eaton (Postcode NG10)
4. Children living outside the normal school area whose parents value the Christian ethos of the school

5. Children with special needs that could be best provided for at St Laurence

6.  Other places to be allocated by proximity to the school

In the event of the governing body having to make a choice between candidates who tie on the criteria above then the precedence will be given to the children living nearest to the school measured by the most direct walking route.
The school will maintain a waiting list of unsuccessful applicants until the start of the following school year. Places that become available will be allocated to parents on the waiting list irrespective of any appeals that are pending.
