This grant offers support funding to artists looking to develop their current marketing activity.  Grants are available for a wide range of marketing needs, for example:

· Photography, new publicity material, advertising, marketing and pr activity, attending exhibitions or trade fairs

A note about websites:
The Derbyshire Arts Partnership (DAP) ask that all successful applicants create a minisite on the artsderbyshire website, if they don’t already have one. This is a free service for all artists in Derbyshire which enables you to create a website with a number of pages, text and images, that is hosted on www.artsderbyshire.org.uk   
If you wish to apply for costs relating to web development, you must explain how it is additional to the web presence that you are able to get for free on artsderbyshire. For instance, you may wish to add video or the ability to sell work through your existing website. DAP are unlikely to fund the creation of websites where they duplicate or add little to the web presence you can gain through getting a minisite. DAP also encourages you to consider the most cost effective approach to developing a web presence - if you commission a site, will you be able to maintain and update it yourself? Applicants must be resident in Derbyshire, excluding Derby City, or the majority of work must take place within the County boundary.  If you only have an administrative base in
 the county you will not be eligible.  Due to the high number of applicants, preference will be given to those who both live and work in Derbyshire, are new or emerging businesses and who have not received a DAP marketing grant previously.

7) Any changes to the original application including an extension of the grant award period, must be submitted in writing and approved by Derbyshire Arts Partnership prior to utilising the grant.  
8) Any decision to extend or amend an application will be made at the discretion of Derbyshire Arts Partnership and no correspondence is required to be entered into by way of explanation or justification of this decision.
