ADMISSIONS POLICY

Bonsall Primary School is Church of England Voluntary Aided.  We link with the church community through assemblies, Christian ethos, visiting speakers, and input from the Diocese towards the Christian element of our R.E. teaching.  However, we pride ourselves on the inclusive nature of our school and we welcome children of all religious persuasions and indeed of none, valuing the contribution every individual makes towards broadening our understanding of the multicultural society.

The school has a Planned Admissions Number of 14.

Procedure

Admissions are subject to the co-ordinated scheme through the Local Authority; the scheme allows parents to apply to up to three Primary Schools, placing them in order of preference.  Applications will be considered against each schools’ published admissions numbers. The dates for applications each year will be published by the L.A. and advertised locally.

You should complete the common application form provided by the L.A. which will act as a clearing house.  Parents will receive a single offer of a school place towards the end of March.

Children will be admitted to the reception class as follows:

· A place will be offered in September of the school year in which the child becomes 5 years old.

· A child whose fifth birthday falls on or between 1st September and 30th April will be offered a full time place in September.

· A child whose fifth birthday falls after 30th April up to the 31st August will be offered a place in January of the following year, however should you prefer your child to start school a term earlier, you may discuss this with the headteacher and apply in writing to the Governing Body.

(There is no legal requirement for a child to start school until the beginning of the term following their 5th birthday).  

Parents considering applying for places at the school may contact the headteacher who will be very pleased to show them round the school and discuss all aspects of the school with them.

Appeals

Criteria to be used in the case of Over Subscription

1. Children in Public Care in or outside the Parish.

2. Children who live inside the Parish of Bonsall.
3. Children who live outside the parish who have brothers or sisters already at the school at the time of their admission.

           n.b. The term brother or sister includes:  

a.  A half-brother and/ or a half-sister.

b. A legally adopted child being regarded as a brother or sister.

c. A step-brother and/or step-sister residing in the same family unit.
     4.  Children who live outside the parish whose parents have requested a place.

In the event of over-subscription precedence will be given to the children living nearer to the school measured by the nearest available route. 
n.b. The county council has a Geographic Information System (GIS) to measure the nearest   available route.  It is measured by a standard walking distance calculated to within two metres.  This measurement is taken from the postal address file, normally the house front door.

Waiting List
Children who are not offered a place will have their names entered on a waiting list in order of priority ranked by the admission criteria.  The waiting list will be maintained until the 31st January of the following year.  If a place becomes available it will be offered to the first pupil on the waiting list.
