ADMISSIONS POLICY


General Information

Chinley Primary School is a 4-11 co-educational day school with 206 (including 15 in the Nursery) children on roll (Dec 2009).   
The school operates a two point system of admission into Reception class in accordance with current LA policy.

Part-time nursery (Early Years) provision will be available to all four year olds in the term following their fourth birthday.  Children may enter the nursery at the start of the term following their fourth birthday and will remain in the nursery until they enter a Reception class. Governors are currently considering extending the school age range to include 3 yr olds.  

Admission to Reception and Key Stage 1 Classes

Chinley Primary School is a foundation school. In accordance with current DfES legislation, the published admission number is 30 pupils in Reception and Key Stage 1.  
The Governors will use the following criteria to determine which children should be given a place in the school. Priority will go to:

1. ‘Children in Care’  

2. Children living in the normal area served by the school

(A map of the catchment area is available for parents if requested)

3. Children not living in the normal area served by the school but who have siblings attending the school at the time of their admission. (“Siblings” is defined at the end of this policy document)  

4. Other children whose parents have requested a place.
Where in the case of (3) and (4) above, choices have to be made between children satisfying the same criteria, those children living nearest the school should be given preference. 
The LA has a Geographic Information System (GIS) to assist where it is necessary to measure by the nearest available route. It is anticipated that this will be available to measure by a standard walking distance calculated to within 2 meters. This measurement is taken from the postal address file, normally the house front door. For schools the grid reference is again taken from the postal address file and will be the center of the school. 

Children with autumn birthdays (Sept 1st to Dec 31st) and spring birthdays (Jan 1st to Mar 31st) will start school full time in September. Children with summer birthdays (Apr 1st to Aug 31st) will start school full time in the January.

The parents of prospective pupils are encouraged to view the school and will be welcomed at school and PTA functions.   School visits can be arranged through the Headteacher who will be pleased to discuss any matters of interest with parents.

In the Autumn Term of the year prior to the child’s entry into the Reception Class, parents are invited to an Open Evening where they can view the school and discuss any matters of concern with the head and staff, governors and members of the Parent Teacher Association.
Reception Class Application Procedures and Dates

From September 2006 intake onwards, applications will be via the LA co-ordinated scheme.

Parents are invited to express preferences for schools within the LA area on a common application form which the LA provides. For the Sept 2010 intake the completed forms must be returned to the LA by 11th December 2009.

The school then applies the admissions criteria to the list as provided by the LA of prospective pupils. Parents are then notified on 29th March 2010, ‘the offer day’, of a single offer of a primary school place. 

Late applications will only be considered alongside other applications if there is a significant reason. Otherwise they will be dealt with after 31st March and allocations made where spare places exist. The LA will establish a waiting list for the school where the number of applications  has exceeded the number of places available.  
All records currently held in school of applications for places at this school from September 2006 onwards will be treated merely as ‘expressions of preference’ of a place at this school, and should not be regarded as an offer or reservation of a place in any way.

Admission to Key Stage 2 Classes

The Published Admission number of Key Stage 2 class size to 33 pupils.

In the event of multiple applications being received, the admission criteria as detailed previously will be used by the school to determine which children should be given a place.
Nursery Application Procedures and Dates

Applications for Nursery places should be made to the Headteacher two terms before the child is eligible to start in the Nursery (see General Information). Parents/guardians will be notified as detailed below whether or not their application has been successful.

Autumn Birthdays - (Sept 1st to Dec 31st) – January Intake

Application should be received by the end of March.

             Notification of place in October/November of the Autumn Term

Spring Birthdays - (Jan 1st to Mar 31st) – April Intake

Application should be received by the end of August


Notification of place in February/March of the Spring Term

Summer Birthdays - (Apr 1st to Aug 31st) – September Intake

Applications should be received by the end of December.


Notification of place in May/June of the Summer Term

“Siblings” are defined as brothers and sisters by birth and half brothers and sisters, step brothers and sisters and adopted children so long as they live on a permanent basis with the sibling who already attends the school. 
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
