Criteria for Admissions
1. Children in public care.

2. Residence within the normal area, as defined by the home estate of Chatsworth (map held at school)

3. Siblings, adopted/foster brothers or sisters of pupils still attending the school.

4. Children of whom at least one parent or carer has regularly worshipped at a church recognised by Churches together in Britain and Ireland for a period of at least six months prior to the application.  Regular means attendance of on average once per month.  Church attendance must be verified by a letter from the relevant priest, minister or senior lay person.

5. In the event of parents having to make a choice between candidates with cases of equal strength, preference will be given to families who live nearest to school.
