Statements give rights to yearly formal review. 





Placements at enhanced resource or special schools will normally require a statement.

















The pupil’s local mainstream school would call on support services to offer additional and different advice:-





- Local Inclusion Officer (LIO)





- Educational Psychology Service (EP)





- Autism Outreach Teachers (AOT) from Peak School and Holbrook Centre for Autism





-Support Service for SEN (SSSEN) – primary pupils only





- Speech and Language Therapy Service (SALT)














The pupil’s local mainstream school would be guided by and would implement ‘Derbyshire’s School action / School Action Plus Descriptors of Special Educational Provision’, available from the Local Inclusion Officer (LIO) Service and refer to Derbyshire’s ‘Autism Friendly Schools’ file which all Derbyshire schools have access to.
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
