CONSULTATION ON ADMISSION POLICY FOR SEPTEMBER 2011
The Governors of Friesland School wish to consult on the proposed admission arrangements from September 2011.  This document is being posted on the LA’s extranet to meet the requirements for consultation as agreed by the Admissions Forum.  Comments should be sent in writing to Mr P Monk, Headteacher at the school by 4pm Friday 26th February 2010.  The Governors will determine the admission arrangements by 15th April 2010 and will notify all parties who were consulted within 14 days.

PROPOSED ADMISSIONS POLICY OF FRIESLAND SCHOOL, NOTTINGHAM

Boys and girls will be admitted at age 11 years without reference to ability or aptitude. The number of intended admissions for the year commencing September 2011 will be 225.

The school will initially consider all applications and where applications for admission exceed the number of places available, the following criteria will be applied, in the order set out below, to decide which children to admit:

CATEGORY 1

(i) Children in Public Care.

(ii) Children with statements of Special Educational Need where it is the wish of the parents and the school has been named by the local authority administering the statement.
CATEGORY 2

Children living in the normal area served by the School.  A map of this area is available to view.  Documentary evidence of permanent residence at the property may be required. 

CATEGORY 3

Where the child has a brother or sister attending the school at the time of admission.  

The term brother or sister includes:

(a) a half-brother and/or a half-sister

(b) a legally adopted child being regarded as a brother or sister

(c) a step-brother and/or step-sister residing in the same family unit
CATEGORY 4

Where there are medical grounds (supported by a Doctor’s Certificate) for admitting the child. The medical grounds must make a case that it is imperative that the child in question attends Friesland School rather than any other secondary school.

CATEGORY 5

Other children who live outside the normal area served by the school. 
In the event of over-subscription within any of the above categories, applications will be placed in order using distance from the school, with those living nearer to the school being accorded the higher priority. Distance will be measured by the Local Authority’s Geographic Information System, which measures the distance from home to school in a straight line and is calculated to within 2 metres. The measurement is taken from the postal address file, normally the house front door to the nearest gate or entrance to the school.
The School is its own Admissions Authority.  It works closely with the Derbyshire Local Authority to ensure that parental preference is adhered to as closely as possible.

The school has established arrangements for appeals against non-admission. 

Details on admission on post 16 education are available from the school office and/or Sixth Form Prospectus.

ADMISSION POLICY OF THE WAITING LIST FOR YEAR 6 CHILDREN

Waiting list will be maintained in accordance with LA policy (copies available from Derbyshire County Council on request).

ADMISSION POLICY OF THE Waiting List for Year 7 students.

Parents who are unsuccessful with their original application and were not offered a place between the offer date and the 22nd October 2011 have the right to place their child(ren) on a waiting list.  They must do this in writing after the 22nd October.  This letter must be sent directly to the school and NOT the Local Authority.

In the event of a vacancy becoming available, the admission criteria will apply.  The offer of a place will be made by the Local Authority after consultation and confirmation from the school.

NB: Parents are only allowed to make one application per academic year unless their circumstances change significantly.  (Please refer to Derbyshire County Council’s Parents Handbook for clarification).

The waiting list will be maintained until 31st August the following year.  The school will write to all parents at their last known address in August reminding them to renew their wish to place their child(ren) on the school’s waiting list.  Parents wishing to remain on the waiting list will need to write on or after 1st September outlining their desire to stay on the waiting list for the following academic year.

ADMISSION POLICY OF THE Waiting List for Year 8-11 students
Parents must apply in writing directly to the school requesting to go onto the school’s waiting list.

The admission criteria outlined will apply.  The offer of a place will be made by the Local Authority after consultation and confirmation from the school.

NB: Parents are only allowed to make one application per academic year unless their circumstances change significantly.  (Please refer to Derbyshire County Council’s Parents Handbook for clarification).

The waiting list will be maintained until 31st August each year.  The school will write to all parents at their last known address in August reminding them to renew their wish to place their child(ren) on the school’s waiting list.  Parents wishing to remain on the waiting list will need to write on or after 1st September outlining their desire to stay on the waiting list for the following academic year.
