Consultation on Admission Arrangements for September 2011/2012
The Governors of Linton Primary School wish to consult on the proposed admission arrangements for September 2011.  This document will be available on the DCC ‘Extranet’, to meet the requirements for consultation.  Comments should be sent to the Clerk to the Governors at the school by 1st March 2010 and Governors will determine the admission arrangements by 15th April 2010.

Admission Number
The number of places of the normal age of entry to the school will be 35.  In deference to a co-ordinated scheme for entry in September 2011, the school will follow Local Authority procedures for the timing of applications.

Oversubscription Criteria
We are required by The Education (Admission of Looked After Children), (England) Regulations to give top priority for admission to ‘Children in Care’ in our oversubscription criteria – thereafter admission will be determined by the oversubscription criteria given below.
If the number of applications for admission to the school exceeds school’s Published Admission Number, the following order of priority is used to allocate the above places:

1) Children in  Care.
2) Where the child has a brother or sister currently attending the school at the time of admission.

3) Where the child has medical reasons, special needs or social grounds(supported by other agencies) for admission

4) Consideration will be given to the proximity of the child’s home to the school, measured by the shortest waling route with those living nearer being awarded the higher priority

5) Where children have strong family connections with the school

Sibling is defined as:

A brother and/or sister


●
A half-brother and/or half-sister


●
A legally adopted child being regarded as a brother or sister

A step-brother and/or step-sister residing in the same family unit

Children in care
A ‘Child in Care’ is a child who is in the care of a local authority or provided with accommodation by that authority
