ADMISSION POLICY
Litton Primary School has a one-point entry system for children who are 4/5 years old.  This means that all children where 5th birthday falls within the academic year can be admitted full time from September. N.B. There is no legal requirement for a child to start school until the beginning of the term following the child’s 5th birthday. Parents have the right to defer entry to school until that time. The school has a PAN number of 8.

Implementation

· Admission arrangements will be published on the school website www.millenniumschools.co.uk/pub/derbyshire/litton/a.html and in the school Prospectus.

· Any changes to the admission policy will be published in the School Profile.

· The L.A, Diocese and local schools will be consulted on admission arrangements via letter and/or extranet.

Procedure

Admissions are subject to a co-ordinated scheme through the Local Authority.  The scheme allows parents to apply for up to three Primary schools, placing them in order of preference.  The LA acts as a clearing house and parents will receive a single offer of a school place.  Parents must make their application on a common application form, to be returned direct to the LA, and give reasons for their preferred school.  Applications will be considered against each schools published admissions number.

Derbyshire LA invites parents to name their preferred school (s) by mid December and informs parents of their allocated school place bin the spring.
Appeals

If parents are unsuccessful in their application for a place, governors will make arrangements for them to appeal against the decision to refuse to admit their child.

Letters of appeal should be sent to the Chair of Governors c/o the school no later than 14 days after the date of the letter informing them that they have not been offered a place for their child.
Appeals will be administered on behalf of the Governing Body by the Derby Diocesan board of education. 

Criteria of Over Subscription

Where applications for admissions exceed the number of places available, the following list of criteria will be applied.

· Children in public care

· Children who have siblings, (step/half/adoptive brothers or sisters living at the same address) at the school at the time of admission.
· Children whose main residence is in a property in the ecclesiastical parish of Tideswell.

· Children where one parent can demonstrate that they have regularly, on an average of once per month attended a Christian church during the preceding 12 months prior to application.

· Attendance should be verified by a member of the church leadership.

· Children from the wider area who live the closest distance to the school, measured by the most direct walking route as measured by the LA GIS system (outlined in the LA admissions document for parents)
In the event of the above criteria resulting in a tie break to the taking of a place, we will use the closest distance to the school as the deciding factor measured by the m
In the event of children being refused a place their names will be held on a waiting list for a period of a year and when places become available they will be allocated on the above criteria.
This school has always been able to admit all the children who have requested a place.
