Medical supplier expands at Markham
Squadron Medical’s new building continues to progress towards the programmed completion date with a construction programme of just 26 weeks from start to finish.  Squadron Medical currently operate from three smaller units in Derbyshire and see Markham Vale as a great location to expand and grow their business.  The company has taken advantage of Henry Boot Developments’ “Try Before You Buy Scheme” allowing them to have a short term lease at Markham Vale’s Waterloo Court whilst their new facility was being built. Take care on the roads
The County Council are advising motorists to take extra care this winter, particularly as the recent spell of changeable weather has made gritting the county's roads difficult. Water canal success
A new section of waterway immediately adjacent to the Staveley Northern Loop road is developing in the landscape.  Over the next couple of weeks, visitors to the Chesterfield Canal can see a section being slowly filled with water − marking an important landmark in a project to regenerate the waterway.  It's all part of the Staveley Town Basin project which we manage which also involves creating a nearby mooring basin where people will soon be able to leave their boats.

The project also involves creating a new entrance to get to the canal off Eckington Road, a new parking area, a new multi-user trail and towpath, and a new public space for hosting events. Markham Vale Environment Centre

The Markham Vale Environment Centre is fully sustainable and environmentally friendly.  It is the flagship business centre for the Markham Vale Business Park.  In addition to the businesses based in its 14 workshops, amenities include exhibition space; conference and training facilities; and full broadband connections.   As part of our commitment to businesses at Markham Vale, business advice and support is available.

We currently have a managed workshop unit available, Unit 2 is 750sq ft and has a roller shutter door 2.9m high, kitchenette area, natural air ventilation, data points, electrical points, free car parking, reception service and management on site during office hours.

We also mange the Markham Vale security contractor through the Environment Centre, our security contractor provides security officers to patrol the Markham Vale site outside normal working hours at night and over the weekend.
