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Mill Hill School : ARRANGEMENTS FOR ADMISSION : 

SEPTEMBER 2011

ENTRY AT YEAR 7

Students will be admitted at the age of 11 without reference to ability or aptitude.

Children in public care will be given top priority in admission criteria, above children who have siblings already in the school and those who reside in the normal area served by the school.

Where application for admission exceeds the number of places available, the criteria used by the Governors in forming their admissions policy are listed as follows in priority order:

a) Children in public care (looked after children). 

b)  Other children who are residing within the normal areas of Ripley Junior school, Waingroves Primary School, St John’s C of E Primary School and Codnor Primary School

c) Children who are siblings of students already in the school who do not reside within the normal area served by the school.

The School will not allocate places on the basis that a sibling or other relative is a former pupil, including siblings who were on roll at the time of application but will have left by the time the child starts school.

[For admission purposes, a sibling is a child who lives at the same address and who is the brother/sister, half brother/half sister (children who share a common parent/carer), step brother/step sister, where two children are related by marriage.  [This definition also includes adopted or fostered children living at the same address.]

d) Children attending Ripley Junior School, Waingroves Primary school, St John’s C of E School or Codnor Primary School, but not living in the normal areas served by those schools.

e) Where there are 

a. medical or social grounds (supported by evidence from a doctor, social worker or education welfare officer), for admitting a child;

b. non-statemented special educational needs grounds (supported by evidence from the Educational Psychologist attached to the school), for admitting the child.

In the event of over-subscription of candidates meeting the requirements for entry into year 7 in this category and a tie-breaker being required to reach a decision, the Governors will use the following tie-breakers in the given order:

i. 
Children living within Mill Hill School’s normal area and do not reside in the normal area of another school.

ii.
Children living within Mill Hill School’s normal area and reside in the normal area of another school

f)  Other children not included in the above categories.

In the event of over-subscription of candidates meeting any of the requirements for entry into year 7 outlined in (i) and (ii) above and a tie-breaker being required to reach a decision, the Governors will use the distance by “safe walkable route” from the bungalow in the school grounds to the dwelling house, as determined by postal address.  This will also be used as the tie-breaker for out of area children.

Policy and Numbers

Students will be admitted at age 11 without reference to ability or aptitude.

The Published Admission Number will be 236, which takes account of the school’s new Net Capacity Assessment, established by Derbyshire County Council.

PLEASE NOTE:

· The school reserves the right to verify information and, if misrepresentation is confirmed, refuse or cancel the place.

· The Governors will not consider more than one application on behalf of the same child in a single academic year unless the Chair of Governors considers there is a significant change in the particular circumstances of that child.

· A reserve list will be established for September 2011 admissions, based upon the above criteria.

Admissions Procedures

The standard LA Common application Form will be sent to you by Derbyshire LA should be returned via your child’s primary school. Or you may apply on line, at www.derbyshire.gov.uk/admissions or by telephone on 08456 058058. Parents/carers will be informed of the outcome of their applications by Derbyshire Local Authority.

Visiting the school

In September Mill Hill school always holds an Open evening for all interested potential students and their parents/carers. During this evening there will be a chance to meet staff and see the school at work. Following an induction day in June there is a meeting arranged for parents/carers of new students to meet staff at Mill Hill School. Parents/carers who wish to view the school at other times are welcome to do so and should contact the school for an appointment with the Assistant Head in charge of school admissions. He will be happy to answer any questions you may have and show you around the school.

Entry at Year 8-11
If places become available in later years because students leave, the same criteria are applied in the same order of priority to those who apply in Year 7; the decision is determined by the child’s situation which prevails at the time the application is made.  It is sometimes possible to accommodate a small increase in the total number of students in Years 10 and 11 because of the smaller size of GCSE option groups.  In such cases the Admissions Panel will have to consider the size of particular subject groups so may only be able to offer a restricted choice of GCSE courses to those who apply.

Entry into Sixth Form

The planned admissions number for external candidates admitted to the Sixth Form of the Mill Hill School each academic year varies depending on the number of Year 11 we think will stay on.

Typically we take between 10 and 20 at Mill Hill School.

Entry requirements are as follows:

a) The course required is available

b) Space is available in the subject groups at the selected examination level

c) The candidate must meet the course requirements of the particular course.  Basic entry requirements for AS level are a minimum of 5 higher grades at GCSE with a further requirement in individual subjects eg for Physics a candidate must have at least a double B in dual Science or a grade B in Physics.  Details are given in the Sixth Form Prospectus issued annually.

d) The candidate is supported by references from his/her previous school that indicates his/her suitability for further study at Sixth Form level and in the subjects requested.

e) All candidates who meet criteria A-D inclusive (above) will be invited to a meeting with the Sixth Form Coordinators to discuss their chosen choice options.

f) In the event of oversubscription of candidates meeting the general and specific requirements for entry to particular Sixth Form courses the overriding tie breaker will be as defined in criteria 1-5 above as outlined for entry into Year 7.
