NETHERTHORPE SCHOOL

The Governors of the school wish to consult with all appropriate bodies in the relevant area on the proposed admissions arrangements for Netherthorpe School (Foundation School) in September 2011.

Proposed criteria for admissions in 2011.

Students will be admitted at age 11 and age 16 without reference to ability or aptitude.

The Published Admissions Number for admissions is 146 at age 11.  The number of intended admissions from outside the school at age 16 will be 40.  For admission at age 16 students are required to meet minimum entry qualifications.  For Level 2 Courses this is Grade E at GCSE in English and Mathematics.  For Level 3 Courses this is a minimum of 5 A-C grades at GCSE.

The Published Admissions Number is the minimum number the school must admit if there are sufficient applications received.

Where applications for admissions exceed the number of places available the following criteria will be applied, in the order set out below, to decide which children to admit:

1.
children in public care.

2.
when the child’s home is in the normal area of the school at age 11, or at age 16.

3. a child whose sibling is attending the school at the time of application and admission.  (Siblings are considered to be a brother or sister; a half-brother or half-sister; a legally adopted child regarded as a brother or sister; a stepbrother or stepsister residing in the same family unit)

4. proximity of the child’s home to the school with those living nearer being accorded a higher priority.

In the event of over-subscription falling within any one of the criteria, those children living nearest the school (measured by the nearest available route) will be given preference.

All applications must be made directly to the Derbyshire LA who will coordinate admission arrangements.

Parents of children not offered places will have the right to appeal and will be advised of procedures, should such a situation arise.  Parents may also choose to go on a waiting list.

The school considers the ‘normal’ catchment area to be the traditional catchment area (Mastin Moor, Woodthorpe, Hartington, Staveley north of Lime Avenue, Lowgates and Poolsbrook).
