Consultation on 

Admission Arrangements for 2011/12

The Governors of Pennine Way Junior School wish to consult on the proposed admission arrangements for September 2011.  This document will be available on the DCC ‘Extranet’, to meet the requirements for consultation.  Comments should be sent to the Clerk to the Governors at the school by 1st March 2010 and Governors will determine the admission arrangements by 4th April 2010.

Admission Number

The number of places for pupils of the normal age of entry to the school will be 82.  In deference to a co-ordinated scheme for entry in September 2011, the school will follow Local Authority procedures for the timing of applications.

Oversubscription Criteria

We are required by The Education (Admission of Looked After Children), (England) Regulations to give top priority for admission to ‘Children in Care’ in our oversubscription criteria – thereafter admission will be determined by the oversubscription criteria given below.

If the number of applications for admission to the school exceeds the school’s Published Admission Number, the following order of priority is used to allocate the available places:

a)         Children living in the Pennine Way Junior School catchment area (a map can be provided on request)

b)         Children having a brother or a sister currently attending at the time of their admission.  Brother or sister includes a half-brother or half-sister, a legally adopted child who is regarded as a brother or sister, a step-brother or step-sister who resides in the same family unit;

c)         Children attending Church Gresley Infant and Nursery School but being outside the normal catchment area;

d)         Children who have medical or social grounds provided this is supported by a written statement of evidence from a doctor or social worker at the time of original application;

e)         Other children on the basis of proximity of the child’s home to school, as measured by the Local Authority computer generated measuring system (information on this is available on request) with those living nearest being given priority.  Proximity will also be used on a  tiebreaker in the event of over subscription in any of the above criteria.
