THE ECCLESBOURNE SCHOOL

PROPOSED ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS FOR SEPTEMBER 2011
Entry at Year 7

The number of intended admissions for the year commencing 1st September 2011 will be 210.

Where application for admission exceeds the number of places available the criteria used by the Governors in forming their admissions policy are listed as follows in priority order:

1 Children in public care.

2 Children who have a sibling at The Ecclesbourne School at the time of application and admission and who live in the normal area(i) served by the School at the time of admission.

3
Children living in the normal area served by the School at the time of admission.

4
Children who have a sibling  at The Ecclesbourne School at the time of application and admission and who do not live in the normal area served by the School.

5
All other children not eligible under the above criteria.

Notes:

Siblings are considered to be a brother or sister; a half-brother or half-sister; a legally adopted child 

regarded as a brother or sister; a step-brother or step-sister residing in the same family unit.

(i)
‘Living in the normal area’ is defined as the child having full-time residence in a property which is the child’s only or main residence. Documentary evidence including proof of actual permanent residence at the property concerned may be required.

In the event of over-subscription of candidates meeting the requirement in (2) and (3) above and a    tie-breaker being required to reach a decision, the governors will use the distance from the centre of the school, as measured by the Local Authority’s Geographic Information System, in a straight line to the front door of the dwelling house, calculated to within two metres.
In the event of over-subscription of candidates meeting any of the requirements (4)-(5) above and a tie-breaker being required in order to reach a decision, the governors will use distance from the normal area boundary  to the dwelling house as the crow flies.

Application forms are available from the Authority early in September in the year preceding entry and are dealt with in accordance with the co-ordinated scheme.

The governors will not consider more than one application on behalf of the same child in 

a single academic year unless the Chair of Governors considers there is a significant change in the particular circumstances of that child.

The Governors reserve the right to verify information and, if misrepresentation is confirmed, refuse or cancel the place.

Applications from parents whose children have not been accepted into The Ecclesbourne School who wish to be placed on a waiting list must indicate in writing between 1st September and 30th September annually if they wish their names to remain on the list.

Waiting lists will be set up in the order of the published over-subscription criteria and are dealt with in accordance with the co-ordinated scheme.

Admission to Year 8 - 11
If places become available in later years because students leave, the same criteria are applied in the same order of priority to those who apply; the decision is determined by the child’s situation which prevails at the time it is made.  It is sometimes possible to accommodate a small increase in the total number of students in Years 10 because of the smaller size of GCSE option groups.  In such cases the Admissions Committee will have to consider the size of particular subject groups so may only be able to offer a restricted choice of GCSE courses to those who apply.  Students will not normally be admitted into Year 11 because of the practicality of meeting their educational needs given our curriculum.
Admission to the VI Form

The Planned Admissions Number for external candidates admitted to the VI Form of The Ecclesbourne School each academic year varies depending on the number of Year 11 we think will stay on.  

Typically we take between ten and twenty.  Entry requirements are as follows:

a.
The course required is available.

b.
Space is available in the subject groups at the selected examination level.

c.
The candidate meets the course requirements of the particular course. Basic entry requirements for AS Level are a minimum of 5 higher grades at GCSE with a further requirement in individual subjects e.g. for Physics a candidate must have at least a double B in dual science or a grade B in Physics.  Details are given in the VI Form Prospectus issued annually.

All candidates who meet critera a -c inclusive (above) will be invited to a meeting with the VI Form co-ordinators to discuss their chosen course options.

In the event of over-subscription of candidates meeting the general and specific requirements for entry to particular VI Form courses the overriding tie-breaker will be as defined in criteria 1-5 above as outlined for entry into Year 7.
