        Admissions Policy

Admissions to the Curzon School, Quarndon 2011/12
Admission to full-time schooling is at one point only in the school year, namely in September.  All children can start at the beginning of the Autumn Term following their fourth birthday, parents do have the right to defer entry.  The Governors expect to admit up to 17 children who will reach their fifth birthday during the year beginning September 1st  2010.

The Local Authority is required to co-ordinate admissions to all Derbyshire Primary, Infant and Junior Schools. The Authority acts as a ‘clearing house’ for all admissions and enables parents to express a preference for one, two or three schools and to place those preferences in rank order.  Parents must make their application on a common application form, to be returned direct to the LA, and give reasons for their preferred schools. Common application forms are available from school or from Call Derbyshire.

The Curzon CE Primary School will follow the coordinated scheme for matters such as waiting lists, late applications, appeal dates etc. Individual pupils who have a statement of special educational needs which names the school will be admitted.  

Where applications for admissions exceed the number of places available, the following criteria will be applied in the order set out below to decide which children to admit.

i)
Children looked after in public care.

ii)
Children of parents living in the Parish or beneficial area in which the school is situated.  (please refer to accompanying map).  The ‘beneficial area’ covers children who live outside the ecclesiastical Parish boundary, but within the LA agreed area.

iii)
Children who have brothers or sisters* currently attending the school at the time of application and admission and who do not live in the normal area served by the school. 

iv)
Children of whom at least one parent or carer has regularly (1) worshipped at a Christian church for a period of one year prior to the date of application (2). 

regular means an average of attendance of once per month.

Church attendance must be verified by a letter from the relevant  priest, minister or churchwarden.
v)|
All other children whose parents have requested a place.  

*Brothers and sisters are considered to be those children who live at the same address and either have one or both natural parents in common; or are related by a parent’s marriage, or are adopted or fostered.

In the event of an over-subscription of children meeting any of the above criteria, the Governors will give priority according to the proximity of the child’s home to the school – the local authorities system will be adopted to measure by the shortest distance.

	


Names of children whose applications are unsuccessful will be placed on a waiting list which will be maintained for one term. Priority on the waiting list will be assigned on the basis of the School’s Admissions Criteria.

Parents who are unsuccessful in their application are entitled to appeal against the Governors’ decision to an independent appeals committee.  Parents who wish to appeal should do so in writing to:
