
Road section of route. Possibility of option

through wood yard to be investigated.

New route over

fields to be agreed.

Historical route leading up to Old Road to follow

field boundary. Existing kissing gate to be replaced

and widened for new gateway between overgrown

stone gatepost and railway.

Approximately 60m length of existing

stone wall to west of path, min 2.9m

clearance. Repair or rebuild wall as

required in existing location.

Widening the path here is likely to involve

rebuilding and lengthening existing retaining walls

and providing steps down to lower footpath.

Approximate location of brick building. Ownership to be

determined, may need gabion wall to retain a wider trail above.

At level crossing with steep

slopes. Possibly relocate Peak

Rail sign or split path around.

Path widened and extended embankment

provided where necessary. Gabion walls to be

used to avoid encroachment onto neighbouring

land and vertical drop protected with fencing.

New 3m wide timber crossing to be provided on existing

abutments to replace existing 0.9m provision. Path to

be built up locally on either side to provide ramp.

New 3m wide timber crossing to be provided on existing

abutments to widen existing 0.9m provision. Path to be

built up locally on either side to provide ramp.

Consider upgrading one of the existing

crossings to give cycle access to leisure centre.

Existing path minimum width only 2.3m.

Embankment widened using gabion walls to

avoid encroachment onto adjacent land.

There is currently no public access along this section of the route.

The only public access is via the existing public rights of way.

Existing path widened as part of the

option to use the railway crossing.

Trail to connect either to the

existing riverside path or into

Cawdor Quarry development.

Discussions are ongoing with Peak Rail

regarding possible shared use of existing

railway bridge. This will involve some track

realignment to accommodate the trail.
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
