BUDGET MONITORING 2014/15 
 
 
(1) Purpose of the Report To inform the Cabinet Member of the 
current budget monitoring position. 
 
(2) Information and Analysis The net budget for the Jobs, Economy 
and Transport portfolio is £81.660m. The budget monitoring is currently 
projecting an overspend of £0.934m at the year end. 
 
The main area of overspend relates to winter maintenance which is currently 
projected at £1m. The winter overspend will be funded from the winter 
maintenance reserve. 
 
Although other divisions are showing projected underspends, these relate to 
cuts which have yet to be allocated.
